I love you and I        

appreciate all of your prayers.ò  

Dr. Craig and several others 

from the FBC have recently 

ventured into Haiti to assess the 
needs of the people and the 

damage to FBC owned        

properties & schools. While 
there they experienced an after-

shock registering at 6.1 on the 

Richter Scale, all of the FBC 
staffers and volunteers were 

unharmed, but fear was still 

palpable.  

Dr. Craig returned home safely 

the weekend of January 23rd to 

recoup and refresh before    
returning to continue in the 

ñHaiti Reliefò mission.  

As Dr. Craig says, ñWe are 
changing lives! We are giving 

hope! Prayer continues to be one 

of our greatest tools. With 
prayer we can reach Haiti   

without a plane.

*The Haitian people as they 

struggle with the fear that the 
earthquake has brought to them, 

their loss as many have lost 

relatives, friends, homes, and 

jobs. Their daily needs of food 

and water. 

*The Haitian people in the USA 
that have lost love ones and 

heard that their families are 

suffering. 

*That Haiti will become a   

spiritual harvest field where the 

Gospel will be received so lives 

will be CHANGED, forever.
