Dr. Norman Vincent Peale was a great 
believer in miracles. He once said, ñThe 

Have you heard the saying regard-
ing the weather in the month of 
MarchéñIn like a lion and out like a 
lambò?  Well, its origins are likely 
found in the constellations.  Usually, 
at the beginning of March, the   
constellation Leo (the lion) is on the 
eastern horizon while Aries (the 
ram or lamb) is near the western 

horizon.  At the end of the month, 
Leo is overhead and Aries is on its 
way out at the western horizon.  
People have then likened this to the 
weather, since the beginning of 
March is usually more severe than 
the end of the month. 

 

As I thought about that saying, my 
mind wandered to the Lord.  In this 
case though, the reasoning is just 
the opposite of that derived from 
the constellations.  Jesus came to 
the earth as the Lamb of God; at 
the end of time, He will return as 
the king of the beasts, the Lion of 
the tribe of Judah.

Lamb).  At His second coming, 
however, He will be mighty and 
lordly as the King of Kings (the 
Lion).
